RE:  Section 601 – Fund Transfers (2020 c 219 s 601(h))  

Section 601 (1)(h) of Chapter 219, Laws of 2020 authorizes the department to make 
transfers between projects if the amount being transferred does not exceed $250,000 or 
10 percent of the total project cost.
