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ABOUT THE REGIONAL MOBILITY GRANT PROGRAM

The Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) is pleased to present its prioritized project
list for the Regional Mobility Grant Program to the Washington State Legislature.

The grant program supports local efforts to improve connectivity between counties and regional
population centers, and reduce transportation delay. Authorization for the Regional Mobility Grant
Program is in RCW 47.66.030.

In addition to funding capital construction projects, such as building new transit centers and park and ride
lots, the Regional Mobility Grant Program helps the state’s public transportation providers:

e Purchase vehicles
e Add routes or increase the frequency of service

e Explore innovative ways to reduce transportation congestion

2023-2025 BIENNIUM BUDGET

WSDOT is assuming $77,679,000 will be available for the 2023-2025 biennium Regional Mobility Grant
Program budget, enabling WSDOT to maintain funding for four-year continuing projects from the 2021-
2023 biennium and fund new projects with start dates in the 2023-2025 biennium.

FOUR-YEAR CONTINUING PROJECTS

WSDOT seeks to fund Regional Mobility Grant Program projects that deliver public benefits as quickly as
possible. As such, WSDOT will only consider applications for projects with maximum delivery schedules
of four years.

WSDOT placed four-year continuing projects that began in the 2021-2023 biennium and are making
sufficient progress at the top of the prioritized list.

The Legislature committed 2023-2025 biennium grant program funding to 15 continuing projects from the
2021-2023 biennium. Funding for these projects in the 2023-2025 biennium totals $27,993,000. These
projects are in Table 1: Four-year continuing projects funded by the Leqislature for the 2023-2025
biennium.

NEW PROJECTS

During the 2023-2025 biennium Regional Mobility Grant Program application cycle, WSDOT received 24
new grant applications requesting $48,159,104 for the 2023-2025 biennium and $38,936,914 for the
2025-2027 biennium.

WSDOT staff performed an initial assessment of the applications for completeness and reasonableness
of performance estimates. WSDOT then used an independent evaluation panel that included subject
matter experts in the fields of construction, capital investment, transportation demand management
(TDM), and operations to review eligible applications. The panel produced a prioritized project list of
projects for WSDOT.

WSDOT staff received the prioritized project list and did not implement the two requirements for the 2023-
2025 Regional Mobility Grant Program in SSB 5165 Section 220(5)(a) because none of the projects met
the criteria:
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1. Identify applicants who requested more than 25 percent of the total grant program. Reprioritize
the list so that a single applicant cannot be awarded more than 25 percent of the total grant
program.

2. Reprioritize the list so that no more than 30 percent of the total grant program directly benefits or
supports a single applicant. (A direct benefit or support is tangible assets, such as queue jumps
or park and ride lots. Also, an asset has a direct benefit if an entity other than the applicant will
use the asset a majority of the time.)

Table 2: New projects proposed for funding for the 2023-2025 biennium shows 24 projects that WSDOT
prioritized.

Table 3: 2021-2023 contingency projects proposed for funding for the 2023-2025 biennium shows five
projects in ranked order. With the remaining 2023-2025 program balance of $1,526,896, the Legislature
may partially fund one of these high-priority contingency projects from the 2021-2023 biennium.
